ejak dicetuskan oleh Tony Buzan, Mind Map® sudah digunakan
Ssecara luas dalam berbagai bidang kehidupan, tidak terkecuali
bidang pendidikan.

Mel Silberman, seorang ahli psikologi pendidikan ber-
kebangsaan Amerika, pernah menyebutkan bahwa ketika siswabenar
benar berkonsentrasi mendengarkan penjelasan guru, maka hanya
50 - 100 kata permenit yang dapat ditangkap. Jadi, jika seorang guru
mampu berbicara sekitar 100 — 200 kata permenit, hanya 50% saja
yang dapat ditangkap dan diingat oleh siswa. Nah, Mind Map® bisa
digunakan untuk membantu siswa dan mahasiswa untuk membuat
catatan sederhana, efektif namun menarik dari apa yang diajarkan
guru atau dosen.

Oleh karena itu,
ketika seseorang membuat Mind Map®, maka kedua belahan otak tadi
sama-sama tergerakkan untuk bekerja secara optimal dan hasilnya
tentu saja akan luar biasa. Setidaknya kita akan menjadi mudah untuk
mengingatkan kosakata baru yang kita lukiskan, karena apa yang kita
ingat akan masuk ke ingatan jangka panjang (long-term memory).

Hal lain yang menarik adalah bahwa cara kerja pembuatan
Mind Map® ini sama dengan bagaimana alur kerja alamiah otak
kita. Maka bisa dipastikan bahwa hasil yang akan diperolehnya akan
berlipat ganda karena cara kita belajar sama dengan bagaimana otak
secara alamiah bekerja. Maka Mind Map® sungguh-sungguh menjadi
alternatif pembelajaran bahasa Inggris yang baik untuk diterapkan
baik di kelas maupun secara individu.
